How to actually help an overwhelmed caregiver 
 
 

In an essay in TIME Magazine [March 29/April 5, 
2021], Kate Washington writes of being caregiver to 
her husband Brad during two kinds of lymphoma 
and a stem-cell transplant that nearly killed him.   
 

Family and friends would advise her to “stay posi-
tive” and “take care of yourself.” “You’ve got this!’ 
they encouraged her. They meant well, Kate writes, 
but “the insistence on an upbeat attitude [can] invali-
date a person’s experience, leading to guilt, anger, 
and increased stress.” 
 

So what can others do to be of help to the over-
whelmed caregiver or family in crisis? Kate Wash-
ington says the first thing to offer is space for the full 
range of emotions. “There’s immense power in a 
simple text telling a friend you’re there for them, 
particularly if you add this magic phrase at the end: 
No need to respond.” 
 

And Kate urges avoiding the well-meant offer, What 
can I do? That puts the onus back of the already-
stressed caregiver to come up with some reasonable 
task, often out of politeness. So, if you want to help, 
be specific. 
 

“I still tear up thinking of the matter-of-fact generos-
ity extended by the parents of our then-6-year-old’s 
best friend,” Kate writes. “They made a standing of-
fer to take our daughter every Sunday, and for al-
most a year, we dropped her off weekly, no ques-
tions asked, for a fun day with their daughter,  and a 
needed break from the caregiving sandwich for me.” 
 

Kate says that she will always be grateful for the 
friends who set up a “meal train” that fed her family 
for more than a year. When her husband Brad was 
unable to tolerate metal utensils, a friend surprised 
them with 500 compostable, disposable 
forks. Friends on their way to Target would text her 
and offer to pick up anything they needed. And Kate 
would often find a loaf of bread of the family’s fa-
vorite bakery dropped on their porch. 
 

“Self-care” is important, but what really helped her 
family, Kate writes, is “community care. On my 
hardest days, the actions of family, friends, and even 
a few strangers gave me hope, relief, and dare, I say 
it,  a genuine, not forced, feeling of positivity.” 
 
 
In his “high priestly prayer” at the conclusion of the Last 
Supper, Jesus prays for those who now take up his work 
of peace, reconciliation and justice. As Kate Washing-
ton’s family can attest, by imitating Christ’s simple com-
passion, we can begin to transform the lives of the hurt-
ing, the struggling and the despairing; in every simple 
kindness and help we offer, we proclaim the Gospel of the 
Risen Jesus.

A safe place to grief and move on  
 

Pamela Addison never expected to be a widow at 
36. A year ago, she held her six-month-old son and 
two-year-old daughter and watched helplessly as par-
amedics rushed her husband Martin to the hospital. It 
was the last time Pamela would see her husband 
alive. Martin Addison died 26 days later of COVID-
19. It was a devastatingly frightening time for the 
young mom. 
 

But then she received a sympathy card from another 
young widow whose husband had died of the virus 
just a few weeks before. “You’re not alone,” the card 
read. 
 

Pamela was soon in contact with the card’s sender, 
Kristina Scorpo. Last fall, the two now single moms 
launched a Facebook support group, Young Widows 
and Widowers of COVID-19, for women and men 
like them struggling as single parents in the isolation 
brought on by the pandemic. The group has more 
than 400 members across the country and the United 
Kingdom.  
 

“We didn’t plan on this,” Kristina says. “We didn’t 
plan to be widowed at 36 or 33. We didn’t plan to 
raise our kids without our partners that we saw our 
lives with and we saw a future with.” 
 

The members of the group are especially welcoming 
to those who have just lost their husbands or wives, 
“when it feels hopeless, like there isn’t going to be 
happiness again or joy,” Pamela explains. “I feel like 
we can help them. Even if they’re not where I am 
now, I can support them. And that’s healing for me, 
too.”

What these two women have done is the work Jesus 
challenges all of us to take on. In every kindness we 
offer, in every word of encouragement and comfort 
we utter, in every moment we spend listening and 
supporting, we proclaim the Risen Jesus’ Gospel of 
compassion, mercy and reconciliation.

THE SIGNIFICANCE OF THE ASCENSION 
 

The theological unity, or perhaps even the temporal 
experience of the early community, made it seem 
that Jesus’ resurrection and his ascension were in-
separable aspects of a single mystery. Only in the 
later writings of Luke and John has further theologi-
cal reflection helped the Christian community to dis-
tinguish different dimensions of the mystery. Litur-
gical tradition has followed the forty-day chronology 
formulated by Luke. We would miss the point, how-
ever, if we were to demand a precise historical chro-
nology of events such as the Resurrection-Ascension 
that are primarily spiritual in nature and that clearly 
surpass the bounds of time and space as we know 
them. What is important for us to grasp is the signifi-
cance of the Ascension. For Luke, it is the decisive 
turning point that marks the end of Jesus’ earthly min-
istry and the beginning of the disciples’ Spirit-led 
ministry and thus the ministry of the whole church 
down to our own day.
