Pointing our kids to the “right” North Star

For almost two years now, our children have been
asking “When will this be over?”

Most parents have encouraged their children to look
forward to a time when we could all be vaccinat-
ed. For a few weeks last summer, it seemed that the
end was in sight — but now hospitals in hard-hit are-
as are filled with unvaccinated COVID-19 patients
and infections and deaths have spiked once more.

Which leads Nicole Chung to wonder, as most moms
and dads have these past few weeks, “Did I point my
kids to the wrong North Star?”

She writes in TIME Magazine [October 11-18,
2021] that we’ve all come to realize “that we’ve lost
too many and too much for this to ever be
‘over’ [and] I think this can be a hard truth to com-
municate to our children, as we toe the line between
wanting to be honest and wanting to protect them
from further trauma.” So, Chung wonders, it may be
time to point our kids — and ourselves — toward a
new “North Star.”

“I’ve come to believe that my focus as a parent
shouldn’t be on managing [my children’s] feelings or
expectations or predicting a more stable future that
might not come to be [but] I can acknowledge and
affirm what they’re experiencing, while encouraging
them to act with compassion and recognize their re-
sponsibility to others.

“Over the past 18 months, a common refrain has
been that this pandemic should compel all of us to
recognize our interdependence, the inescapable fact
that we will not address this or any of the other grave
threats we’re facing without collective action. This is
a lesson that I expect many of our children are also
learning, though the cost and the danger to them
feels too high. I know I don’t want my kids to con-
clude that they are or forever will be powerless, or
that there is no one who will fight with and for
them. There are many things I still have to hope for
to get through each day, and while our children’s
survival and health top the list, I also want them to
retain their faith in themselves and in their ability to
look forward to something better than this — to find,
as they so often do, their own reasons to hope.”

Like the magi’s journey for the newborn king of the Jews,
our lives are a constant search for meaning, for purpose,
for hope in the things of God. Mirroring our own jour-
neys, the story of the magi challenges us to consider the
“stars” we follow in the course of our lives: to fix our
lives on the brilliant “star” of God’s peace, compassion,
mercy, justice, forgiveness. These difficult days challenge
all of us to point to the “right North Star" that leads us to
a sense of meaning and hope as we seek God in our own
Bethlehems and Jerusalems.
